TRAILS ARE NOT MARKED; EXCEPT THE PINK TRAILWITH WHITE DIAMONDS.  USE LANDMARKS FOR REFERENCE
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Wide black are paved roads. Skinny black are gravel roads. 
Wide colored trails are main trail and skinny are cutovers.  Pink is Diamond Trail

Green is Cemetery trail. Purple is trail to Randall Cave, which is best to turn around on.   

GATES are easy to go around—no need to open. 

All trails are south of the ranch.  

Try to avoid riding in creeks as there are spots you can sink

TREE ROOTS is a creek crossing with a pine tree and many large roots exposed. 

HUBCAP is a car hubcap hanging in a tree to mark location. 

WATER FORD is a gravel road where a creek crosses over the road.
